CAMPOUT POLICY OF THE BIG WATERS FEDERATION

REVISED 10/1/03
1.1
Two copies of the Tribal Registration Forms are to be prepared by the Nation Chief.  One copy of the form and campout fees are to be submitted by appointment arranged through the Program Director in the Program Office no later than four weeks prior to the campout date.  The remaining copy is to be used to verify attendance at the camp facility.

1.2
Campout Fees are to be submitted with the registration form, checks, money orders and credit card payments are accepted NO CASH.  Each tribe will have a registration form and clipped to that form will be the fees for each tribal member listed, then submitted to the Program Director four weeks prior to campout date via pre arranged appointment.  If the Nation campout fees are late, Nations will be charged a $100.00 late fee.  If a family registers late, each member of the family will be charged a $5.00 admin fee.

1.3
Nation Campout Registration forms that are turned in non-conforming procedures with the BWF Campout Policies are subject to a directive by Program Director to correct this issue immediately or have the Nation charged a clerical fee of $50.00 an hour.

1.4
Without prior approval from the Program Office, any family signed up for a campout that is not a member of the BWF is not accepted and will be notified through the Program Office, Nation Chief of their refusal and will not be able to attend the campout.  BWF dues and campout fees are accepted at the time of campout registration form turn in.

1.5
Any member that has not paid the late fee for late registration for the campout will be notified by Program Office, or Nation Chief.  A period of 30 days will be allowed upon notification to the individual after that the late fee will be drafted out for the Nation Account by the Program Director.

1.6
The Nation Chief shall contact the Camp Director ten days prior to the campout with the actual pre-registration count.

1.7
The Nation Chief shall review all Tribal Registration Forms to assure that all persons are members of the BWF Program.

1.8
The Nation Chief shall be responsible for contacting the Program Director by 2:00 PM the day prior to the campout, to confirm that camp conditions are such that a safe campout can be conducted.’

1.9
Only the Program Director is authorized by the Federation Officers to contact the Camp Director and request a rescheduled or cancel a campout based on the following criteria.


1.  The Federation Chief or the Program Director has declared the camp facility unsafe for planned


     activities.


2.  The National Weather Service has issued a hazardous Travel Warning which covers the intended route to the camp facility.

3. The Nation Weather Service forecast predicts a Wind Chill Temperature of -50 degrees at the          

camp facility.

2.1
Late registration and payment of fees is permitted under the following conditions.


1.  The Nations Chief has been notified of that need by noon the day previous to the campout and has confirmed with the Camp Director that the additional campout attendees can be accommodated without affecting any pre registered program member.


2.  The names of the members who registered late is phoned to the Program Director or designated alternate no later than the close of registration or the first meal.


3.  The amount paid includes a LATE REGISTRATION charge which is equal to the refund service charge.


4.  The Nation Officers and Tribal Chiefs agree to abide by the above conditions.

Note:  Any registration which takes place after the Tribal Registration Forms and Campout Fees have been submitted to the Program Office is considered a LATE REGISTRATION. 

2.2
A parent or guardian and child must register and attend the campout together. This includes situations when the parent needs to leave the camp facility, the child must also leave.  Under no situation will the child be permitted to attend the campout unescorted.  Exceptions to this policy are as follows:


1.  The parent has guaranteed to arrive late and another parent has obtained a completed Medical 
 


     Release Form from the office for the child.

2. The Program Director has given approval by noting such on the Tribal Registration Form which   

                has a completed copy of the Medical Release Form attached.

3.1 All Campout Attendees are required to comply with the rules of the camp attended.  


1.  Possessing or consuming alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs will result in expulsion from the program.


2.  A parent from each tribe housed in a cabin, must be present whenever the children are sleeping.


3.
Violating published safety rules, such as those for fishing, boating, swimming, tobogganing, will result in being asked to leave the camp facility.


4.
Intentionally damaging camp property will result in being asked to leave the camp facility.  The Program Office shall draw from the Nation Account funds sufficient to cover camp losses assuming such loses are confirmed.

3.2
The Nation Chief shall prepare an Accident Report any time First Aid is administered or an Emergency Response Team is called to the camp facility.

4.1
The Nation Chief is responsible for completing the Campout Report Form and submit same to the Program Office not later than the Monday after the event.  Personally drop it off, fax or e-mail.  Campout refunds will not be considered by the Program Office unless this form is in.

4.2
Individual campout fees will be returned in full up to two weeks before the campout date for families not able to attend the campout.  Once we reach the period of 13 days prior to the campout, no refunds will be given.  The only exceptions are in the case of illness or death in the family.  In the event of a refund is approved, a Refund Service Charge will be assessed by the Federation, (currently $10).  

4.3
The Program Office shall notify the Federation Chief and Campout Committee Chairman when the actual number of members attending a campout is less than the guaranteed minimum level for the requested facilities.

The Federation Chief shall have cause to draw from the Nation Accounts funds sufficient to cover resulting penalty payments when the actual attendance level was affected by previously registered members not attending the campout.  The Program Office will hold all refund payments pending a second approval by the Federation and Nation Chiefs.
