Illinois Pinewood Derby – Official Rules and Regulations

CAR SPECIFICATIONS

1. Finished dimensions are not to exceed:

1a. Axle positions and widths (called track and wheelbase) must not be altered in any way from the positions and dimensions as designed and supplied in the official kits.

1b. Only kits supplied through the sponsoring tribe and/or Big Waters Federation office are considered "OFFICIAL KITS". Kit vendors may change from time to time, therefore only kits of the same type will be allowed to compete in a given racing season. 

Note: The cars are guided in the track lanes by lane strips. It is critical that the chassis not be lower than 3/8 inch. Failure to follow this instruction may result in the car contacting the lane strip.

2. Wheel bearings, washers, and/or bushings are not to be added to the kit supplied wheels and axles.

3. Lubrication is permitted. Powdered graphite is suggested. Oil is not recommended as it may soil the track and attracts dust and dirt. Lubrication of any kind will not be allowed once the car has been officially entered and accepted.

4. Wheels may be sanded, but only to the extent of removing burrs and ridges left from the molding process. Only kit supplied wheels and axles are acceptable.

5. Decorations, such as chrome, plastic, etc. may be added for appearance as long as size limits stated in #1 above are not exceeded.

6. Weights may be added and must be securely attached any place on the car to bring the weight UP to the 6 ounce maximum limit. Anv weight added must become part of the car's design and not affect track clearance.

7. Cars must be freewheeling - no starting or steering attachments are allowed.

8. All cars must be constructed from new(or be the same as) kits purchased for the current season from the Big Waters Federation or its official tribal representative.

9. All parts of the supplied kit must be used, and NO SUBSTITUTIONS are allowed. Any parts found to be missing must be replaced only with pieces supplied by the Big Waters Federation or its official tribal representative.

Illinois Pinewood Derby – Official Rules and Regulations

CONTEST RULES:

1. At registration all cars will be weighed, measured, and inspected to assure compliance with the stated Derby specifications.

2. Contestants will be allowed time to adjust and prepare their cars to meet the specifications. Once a car is officially registered by race officials and is impounded no further contact by the contestant is allowed until all racing has been complete.

3. Any cars not meeting specifications as stated above will be DISQUALIFIED for all awards.

4. The decision of the judges will be final. There will be no appeals.

5. All cars must start by gravity from a standstill by the official release system on the track.

6. Participants who enter the off-limits racing area before all cars come to a full stop may be disqualified.

7. Cars entered by Big Waters Federation Members (called members) must be assembled by such members only. Parents may assist in design, technical, and assembly matters as required by the age and skill level of the child.

8. LIMIT: Only one car per program member.

9. Failure to comply with contest rules will be cause for disqualification for all awards.

10. Trophy Awards - All cars entered will be eligible for awards for SPEED or DESIGN by the categories as follow. No participant will be awarded more than one trophy.

11. Each division will have the categories of SPEED and DESIGN, with a first. Second and third place award available in each category. 

12. Design awards will be judged on originality, workmanship, and general appearance. All cars must meet car specifications in order to be eligible for any awards.

13. Any contestant who wins in the speed category will not be eligible for the design category.

14. Any car design is acceptable as long as all specifications are met.

Any PINEWOOD DERBY must be run in accord with all the above rules, specifications, and regulations. Only the official track and computer timer may be used. 
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
